The Reservoir Upgrades Project has several components to increase the
efficiency and reliability of Reservoirs 1 and 2: Chemical storage and feed
systems (sodium hypochlorite and aqueous ammonia) to help reduce
nitrification issues in the distribution system; Pump replacement and
conversion of drivers from gas engines to electrical motors; Upgrades to
reservoir electrical service through SCE; Installation of diesel generator
systems to power the reservoirs in the event of an emergency;
Miscellaneous system rehabilitation and upgrades including electrical gear
replacement, pipeline rehabilitation, pipeline modifications, and instrument
replacement based on the results of site visits and related analyses; and
Slurry Dewatering Pit upgrades located at the Reservoir 1 site.

Following the approval of the recommendations of the Water, Power, and
Supply Chain Reliability Assessment, Mesa Water developed a design
Scope of Work for the Reservoirs 1 and 2 Upgrades Project. A proposal
was solicited from a CIPR on-call design consultant and the project’s
Preliminary and Final Design was kicked off in May 2021. The consultant
delivered a draft version of Technical Memorandum No.1 — Reservoir 1
Site Master Plan and the draft Permit Plan in July 2021. Following Mesa
Water’s review of TM1 and the Permit Plan, the consultant began work on
the Preliminary Design Report. The Preliminary Design Report was
delivered in November 2021 and the Preliminary Design Report Workshop
was held in September 2021. In March 2023, the Final Bid documents and
cost estimate were received and reviewed by staff. After receiving
approval for the project’s reduced scope, the project team began
modifying the Bid Documents. The revised Bid Documents were received
in August 2023. Request for Bids were released to the prequalified
contractors in August 2023. A job walk was conducted in August 2023 and
attended by five prequalified contractors. The bid opening was held in
October 2023. Four bids were received. A recommendation for contract
time extension negotiation and award was approved November 2023. The
contract time extension negotiation to accommodate equipment lead times
was completed and Notice to Proceed was provided January 2024. A
preconstruction meeting and a site walk with the contractor team were
held February 2024. The construction team mobilized at Reservoir 2 in
June 2024 and Reservoir 1 in October 2024. The contractor installed and
started new mixers in Reservoir 2 in August 2024. At Reservoir 2, the
contractor is building the concrete foundation for the Reservoir chemical
facility and constructing yard piping. At Reservoir 1, the contractor has
demolished yard structures, excavated for the new Heavy Equipment Port
and Slurry Dewatering Pit, and poured the slurry pit concrete foundation.

A contract was awarded to Carollo Engineers in May 2024. Technical
Memo (TM) 1 Demands and TM 2 Supply were received in October 2024
and were reviewed by Staff ahead of the Workshop on October 21, 2024.
Revised TM 1 and TM 2 are expected by the end of Calendar Year 2024.
Staff provided pressure logger data and production data for the Hydraulic
Model calibration in August 2024 and Carollo is in process of calibrating
the Hydraulic Model. The Hydraulic Model TM is expected on December
10, 2024, and the workshop to review the TM is scheduled for December
17, 2024. Carollo’s team performed asset condition assessment field
work in August and September 2024. Condition Assessment TM 3
Transmission Systems and TM 9 Condition Assessment are expected by
the end of the Calendar Year 2024. A workshop to define the Asset
Management Software Requirements was held in October 2024. Asset
Management Software demonstrations were held in November and
December 2024. TM 5 Regulatory Requirements was received in October
2024 was reviewed by staff.

The Local SIP will develop a feasibility study that meets the requirements
of the Bureau of Reclamation’s Feasibility Study Directives and Standards
(WTR 11-01) for a brackish groundwater desalination facility. The project
is being conducted in partnership and cost sharing with OCWD, City of
Huntington Beach, and City of Newport Beach.

A contract was awarded to Black & Veatch Corporation in May 2024. The
project team has completed the evaluation of aquifer zones and selected
three areas on which to focus the feasibility study: the Huntington Beach
Mesa, Newport Mesa, and the Talbert Gap. The project team is currently
modeling potential wellfield locations, developing treatment plant footprints
for the expected range of water quality, and evaluating potential treatment
plant locations based on required footprints.

Status: Since its inception in 2015, the Pipeline Integrity Program has been
implemented by staff to use pipeline condition, rather than pipeline age,
to prioritize pipeline replacements. The current and previous fiscal year’'s
progress is described in this report. In Fiscal Year 2024 (FY24), the
Pipeline Integrity Program Consultant reviewed mainline break data from
FY22 and FY23 and recommended condition assessment for pipeline
groups with break thresholds that exceed the standards of Resolution No.
1525. These recommendations were presented to the Board in
September 2023. Based on the recommendations, Staff negotiated a
proposal for ePulse condition assessment of 2.2 miles of AC pipe. The
field work was completed in May 2024 and the report was received in
July 2024. The results of the condition assessment were reviewed by the
Pipeline Integrity Program Consultant. The consultant’s report was
received in October 2024 was reviewed by staff. No AC pipelines were
recommended in the report. Additionally, MWDOC staff performed 100
miles of Leak Detection in May and June 2024. The final leak detection
report was received in June 2024 and no mainline leaks were reported.

PRIOR BOARD ACTION/DISCUSSION

At its January 21, 2014 meeting, the Engineering and Operations (E&QO) Committee received an
information item shortly after a series of nitrification events occurred within the distribution system.

At its October 21, 2014 meeting, the E&O Committee received an information item regarding the
intention to retain professional engineering services to perform a Nitrification Control Study and
provide a Nitrification Mitigation and Control Plan.

At its May 14, 2015 meeting, the Board of Directors (Board) awarded a contract to Carollo
Engineers, Inc. in the amount of $248,746 to perform a Nitrification Control Study and provide a
Nitrification Mitigation and Control Plan.

At its December 20, 2016 meeting, the E&O Committee received a presentation on the results of
the nitrification study and authorized a change order in the amount of $81,123 to Carollo to
perform the water age modeling study.

At its December 21, 2017 meeting, the E&O Committee received a presentation of the results of
reservoir operational hydraulic modeling, and authorized the General Manager to execute a
contract with Trussell Technologies, Inc. (Trussell) in the amount of $154,760, to evaluate the
feasibility of converting from chloramination disinfection to free chlorine disinfection.

At its November 20, 2018 meeting, the E&O Committee received a presentation on conducting a
one year full-scale pilot test of using free chlorine disinfection at the clear well sites and a
chloramine disinfection from the Mesa Water Reliability Facility (MWRF) water supply.

At its January 10, 2024 meeting, the Board of Directors received a presentation on a nitrification
mitigation strategy that would involve temporary free chlorine disinfection conversion for the clear
groundwater wells. The Division of Drinking Water (DDW) approved a test plan for February -
March 2024 to evaluate this temporary free chlorine conversion at full-scale.
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BACKGROUND

Mesa Water District (Mesa Water®) converted its disinfection system from free chlorine to
chloramination with both ammonia and chlorine addition in 1999 and has since remained on
chloramine disinfection to be consistent with the imported water supply served by Metropolitan
Water District of Southern California (MWD). As is common for water utilities that use
chloramines, periodic seasonal nitrification has occurred in the Mesa Water distribution system.
Nitrification is a process that is perpetuated by nitrifying bacteria that — once present — are
especially challenging to eliminate. This biological process is completed in two steps, involving 1)
the conversion of free ammonia — whether dosed in excess or from decomposition of chloramines
— to nitrite by ammonia oxidizing bacteria (AOB), and 2) conversion of nitrite to nitrate via nitrite
oxidizing bacteria (NOB). Through these reactions, chloramines are degraded, leading to
decreased disinfectant residual, proliferation of bacteria, and often low dissolved oxygen and pH,
with increased corrosion potential.

To address water quality issues with distribution system nitrification, Mesa Water has
implemented operational strategies and invested in infrastructure renewal and improvement. The
Production System Operations Plan (PSOP) outlines several operations techniques to prevent
nitrification in the distribution system. The Water System Demand Optimization Model (WSDOM)
aids in aligning the water supply with the demand of the system, which minimizes the age of the
water in the system. Reservoir cycling and continuous monitoring of chemical dosing also greatly
assist in ensuring proper water quality within the system. Recent infrastructure improvements that
have significantly increased water quality in the system were the Well Automation project and the
installation of a pilot Reservoir Management System (RMS) at Reservoir 1. The Well Automation
project has improved the precision of chemical dosing by establishing chemical dose pump
controls with real-time feedback from analytical monitoring. The pilot RMS installation at Reservoir
1 is a temporary system until the full-scale system is constructed at both Reservoirs 1 and 2 as
the final phase of Mesa Water’s Capital Improvement Program Renewal (CIPR). This system has
enabled Reservoir 1 to hold higher levels of water at a sustained chloramine residual, resulting in
improved water quality system wide.

Another strategy, previously implemented by Mesa Water as a temporary nitrification mitigation
measure in February 2014, is the conversion to free chlorine disinfection. The California
Department of Public Health, now managed by DDW, approved the 2014 conversion as a safe
and effective way to reduce nitrification in the water system. The outcome of this temporary
conversion was successful in increasing the overall water quality within the system. Subsequent
testing by Carollo Engineers and AQUAIity Engineering (2016) with the Nitrification Control Study
assessed the formation of regulated disinfection byproducts (DBPs) with free chlorine disinfection
and found they were likely to form if free chlorine disinfection were implemented with the MWRF
and MWD supplies. A follow up Free Chlorine Conversion Study assessed the feasibility of
converting Mesa Water’s clear groundwater wells to free chlorine disinfection while maintaining
chloramine disinfection of the MWRF and MWD supplies to avoid DPB formation. Results from
bench testing with different blends of source waters and disinfectant were used to establish
hydraulic modeling runs to evaluate expected residual chlorine under varied operational
conditions. The model runs indicated that residual chlorine would likely be acceptable, but full-
scale testing was needed to validate this approach. A test plan was developed and approved by
DDW, but the testing was put on hold during the pandemic. In the meantime, Mesa Water
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continued to invest in developing local water supplies and completed the development of Wells 12
and 14.

DISCUSSION

Building on the findings of the prior studies and capitalizing on the increased clear groundwater
supply capacity provided by Wells 12 and 14, Mesa Water elected to test temporary conversion of
only the clear groundwater wells to free chlorine as a mitigation strategy for nitrification. The prior
full-scale conversion test plan was updated to reflect this change in approach and re-submitted to
DDW. After DDW approval of the test plan, Mesa Water implemented the free chlorine conversion
beginning March 4, 2024 and resuming chloramine disinfection starting on April 1, 2024. Prior to
initiating the conversion and consistent with DDW’s requirements in approving the test plan, Mesa
Water provided public notification of the disinfectant change via Mesa Water’s website and social
media accounts, and with an announcement in the Daily Pilot newspaper.

To evaluate the efficacy of the temporary free chlorine conversion on nitrification, as well as
general and aesthetic water quality, Mesa Water conducted extensive water quality monitoring
before, during, and after the free chlorine conversion. These results confirmed that disinfection
residuals were able to be maintained throughout the distribution system following conversion from
chloramine to free chlorine disinfection, as well as through reconversion from free chlorine back to
chloramine disinfection. In addition, consistently high water quality was observed throughout the
conversion and re-conversion period, regardless of disinfectant. Of note, DBP values were
consistently low with each disinfectant type, suggesting that the clear groundwater wells are
compatible with free chlorine disinfection.

Overall, the strategy of temporary system-wide free chlorine conversion using the clear
groundwater wells was demonstrated to successfully control nitrification. Nitrite values measured
in the distribution system, the primary metric of nitrification, were significantly reduced from an
average 0.021 mg/L for the six-month period prior to the conversion to an average value that was
below the 0.005 mg/L reporting limit during the conversion period. The lower nitrite values in the
distribution system continued through the six months of monitoring following the reconversion to
chloramines, with an average of 0.010 mg/L. This change in the distribution system nitrite levels is
shown in Figure 1.
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Figure 1. Nitrite concentration for all distribution system sites before, during, and after testing. Action levels
from Mesa Water’s Nitrification Monitoring and Action Plan are indicated with dashed red horizontal lines.

Consistent maintenance of residual chlorine in the distribution system is another important water
quality metric for nitrification. The results of distribution system monitoring of total chlorine residual
for the conversion period, as well as the six months before and after are presented in Figure 2.
Residual chlorine values have remained relatively consistent and well above the minimum target
of 0.4 mg/L throughout this 15-month period despite changes in source water supplies and
seasonal changes in temperature and demand that often impact the ability to maintain residuals
throughout the distribution system.
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Figure 2. Total chlorine concentration for all distribution system sites before, during, and after testing. The
minimum residual action level from Mesa Water’s Nitrification Monitoring and Action Plan is indicated with a

dashed red horizontal line.

Finally, this evaluation provided some perspective on the impact of a pilot residual control system
(RCS) that was installed in Reservoir 1 in August 2023. The Monoclor® RCS (PSI Water
Technologies) is an automated system that leverages real-time water quality monitoring and
control logic for increasing the accuracy of chemical dosing, combined with high energy mixing to
maintain consistent monochloramine levels (5:1 chlorine to ammonia ratio) in the reservoir. This
system has produced a consistent disinfectant residual within Reservoir 1 and a corresponding
consistently low trend in nitrite relative to what was measured in Reservoir 2 during the same

period (Figure 3).
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implementation of Reservoir 1 RCS and temporary free chlorine conversion period.

Based on the success of this testing, future implementation of temporary system-wide free
chlorine conversion is recommended at Mesa Water’s discretion as a strategy for responding to
future changes in water quality that indicate the presence of nitrification. Mesa Water has a robust
water quality monitoring program that includes nitrification indicators, and a Nitrification Monitoring
and Action Plan that defines total chlorine and nitrite action levels with corresponding control
measures. The use of temporary free chlorine conversion using the clear groundwater wells
should be considered as another operational strategy that can be implemented to address
persistent nitrification conditions. In addition, the evaluation of residual chlorine monitoring in the
two reservoirs indicates a clear benefit in disinfectant control gained from the pilot RCS at
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Reservoir 1. Together, the free chlorine conversion and the reservoir residual control system have
resulted in enhanced water quality throughout the Mesa Water distribution system.

At its February 28, 2024 meeting, the Board received a presentation regarding the request for
Will-Serve Letters for customer projects located at 695 W. 19" Street, 615 and 617 Victoria Street,
and 3333 Susan Street.

At its August 28, 2024 meeting, the Board approved the issuance of a Will-Serve Letter to the
customer project located at 3333 Susan Street.

DISCUSSION

Recently, Mesa Water District (Mesa Water®) has received three additional requests for Will-
Serve Letters. The three requests are for single family residential developments and are described
below:

1. 220 - 236 Victoria Street: 40-unit residential development located on Victoria Street near
the intersection with Newport Avenue. This residential project plans to demolish the existing
commercial buildings and construct 40 new three-story town homes. A preliminary plan is
attached as Attachment A. Staff has issued a Will-Serve Letter in accordance with the
approved procedure.

2. 960 W. 16t Street: 38-unit residential development located on 16™ Street near the
intersection with Hampton Drive. This residential project plans to demolish the existing
commercial building and construct 38 new three-story town homes. A preliminary plan is
attached as Attachment B. Staff plans to issue a Will-Serve Letter in accordance with the
approved procedure.
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3. 3150 Bear Street: 142-unit residential development located on Bear Street near the 1-405
Overpass. This residential project plans to demolish the existing commercial buildings and
construct 142 new three-story town homes. A preliminary plan is attached as Attachment C.
Staff has issued a Will-Serve Letter in accordance with the approved procedure.

The Will-Serve Letters will not constitute a guarantee for water service. These three customer
projects will continue to require Plan Check per Mesa Water’s Rules and Regulations for Water
Service as they move forward.

PRIOR BOARD ACTION/DISCUSSION

At its July 8, 2021 meeting, the Board of Directors (Board) approved a one-year contract, with
options for renewal, to Westbound Communications for $105,000 to provide digital and social
media strategy and content development services.

At its August 10, 2022 meeting, the Board approved a one-year contract renewal with Westbound
Communications for $145,000 to provide digital and social media strategy content development,
and community management services.

On June 8, 2023, under the General Manager’s COVID signing authority, an amendment for
$145,000 was executed to exercise an extension available.

At its July 10, 2024 meeting, the Board approved a 6-month contract extension with Westbound
Communications for $60,000 to continue to provide digital and social media strategy content
development, and community management services.

BACKGROUND

Mesa Water District (Mesa Water®) has supplemented staff efforts with social media consulting
services from a number of agencies since 2016. In 2021, Mesa Water went through a Request for
Proposal (RFP) process and selected Westbound Communications (Westbound) to provide digital
and social media strategy, content development and community management services.
Westbound Communications began working with Mesa Water in July 2021. The initial contract
was for one year with options to renew for three additional one-year periods.

DISCUSSION

At the May 24, 2023 Board meeting, Westbound presented the results of its Fiscal Year (FY) 2023
social media campaign and recommendations for the District’'s FY 2024 social media program.

Westbound was successful in helping Mesa Water exceed its FY 2024 measurable objectives for
reach, engagement and Costa Mesa followers through strategic paid ad campaigns, with
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engagement and costs per click results surpassing industry standards. In FY 2024, Westbound
also produced increased video content for Mesa Water’s social media channels. After focusing
primarily on growing Facebook followers in the service area since FY 2022, with guidance from
Westbound, two new pilot campaigns were launched in FY 2025 on Instagram and YouTube
aimed at reaching customers in new ways. These new campaigns focused on increasing brand
and local water awareness through reach and engagement and garnered strong results.

As this will be the final year of the Westbound contract, an RFP for digital and social media
strategy, content development and community management services will be issued in FY 2025.

Staff recommends that the Board approve a final six-month contract with Westbound
Communications for $60,000 to provide Social Media Consulting Services that include, but are not
limited to, digital and social media strategy, content development and community management
services; the contract amount includes increased funds for short-form video creation and paid
campaigns to achieve reach and engagement objectives.

FINANCIAL IMPACT

In Fiscal Year 2025, $1,047,550 is budgeted for Public Affairs Support Services; $390,875 has
been spent to date.

PRIOR BOARD ACTION/DISCUSSION

At its August 10, 2017 meeting, the Board of Directors (Board) awarded a contract to Tetra Tech,
Inc. (Tetra Tech) for $920,000 and a 10% contingency for a contract amount not to exceed
$1,012,000 to provide professional engineering design and permitting services for the West
Chandler Avenue Well, the South Croddy Way Well, and the Pipeline Project.

At its February 8, 2018 meeting, the Board awarded a contract to Butier Engineering, Inc. for
$972,480 and a 10% contingency for a contract amount not to exceed $1,069,728 to provide
professional Construction Management Services for the Chandler & Croddy Wells and Pipeline
Project.

At its August 13, 2020 meeting, the Board approved on-call professional construction management
and inspection services contracts for the Capital Improvement Program Renewal in the amounts of
$1.1MM for Fiscal Year 2021, $1.6MM for Fiscal Year 2022, and $1.1MM for Fiscal Year 2023, with
the option for two annual renewals of $500,000 per year, for a total contract authorization amount
not to exceed $4.8MM to be distributed to the following five firms: Black and Veatch, Butier
Engineering, Inc. (Butier), CDM Smith, Inc., Michael Baker International, and MWH Constructors.

At its February 11, 2021 meeting, the Board awarded a contract to Gateway Pacific Contractors,
Inc. for $12,975,000 and a 10% contingency of $1,297,500 for a contract amount not to exceed

$14,272,500 for the equipping of Chandler Well No. 12 and Croddy Well No. 14, and authorized
execution of the contract.

BACKGROUND

In 2014, Mesa Water District’'s (Mesa Water’s) Board set a goal to provide 115% of water demands
from local, reliable water supplies. To achieve this goal, Mesa Water purchased two properties
outside the service area in the City of Santa Ana (City) in 2017 with the intention to drill two new
wells. Croddy Well No.14 came on line in May 2023 and Chandler Well No.12 came on line in April
2024. The pipeline to connect Chandler Well No.12 and Croddy Well No.14 to the Mesa Water
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distribution system is complete and operational. Since completion, Chandler Well No.12 and Croddy
Well No.14 have been contributing 4,000 gpm each to meet demands. These two new facilities
have improved Mesa Water’s local reliability and helped to achieve the goal of providing 115% of
water demands from local, reliable water supplies.

DISCUSSION

In 2018, Mesa Water executed a contract with Butier for construction management services for the
Chandler & Croddy Wells and Pipeline Project (Project). Due to delays in the construction of the
Project, Butier’s efforts were extended under their Capital Improvement Program Renewal (CIPR)
On-Call Construction Management Contract. While the Project was substantially completed in April
2024, a few punch list items have yet to be completed and construction management efforts are
needed. Staff recommends approval of an amendment to Butier's contract for an amount not to
exceed $150,000 for additional construction management services.

FINANCIAL IMPACT

In Fiscal Year 2025, no funds are budgeted for construction management services for the Chandler
& Croddy Wells and Pipeline Project. The requested funds will come from Cash on Hand.

In 2021, after a competitive search, Mesa Water District (Mesa Water®) retained the public affairs
firm Brenda Deeley PR, LLC (Brenda Deeley), a senior level public relations consultant, to provide
public relations strategy to augment the District’s Public Affairs team to ensure the public relations
program ladders up to the District’s business objectives — and to coach and mentor the public
affairs team.

Ms. Deeley has provided consulting services for Mesa Water on several high-priority public affairs
projects through her project management, staff oversight, and public relations expertise. She has
overseen the development of exhibits and curriculum for the Mesa Water Education Center and
has provided strategic communications counsel, writing services, media relations and professional
development training.
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Mesa Water is currently in the process of hiring a Public Affairs Manager and would like the ability
to retain Ms. Deeley through the end of March 2025 to support the department management
transition and the Mesa Water Education Center VIP event.

Staff recommends that the Board approve a contract renewal with Brenda Deeley PR, LLC from
January 1, 2025 to March 31, 2025 for an amount not to exceed $30,000 to provide Public Affairs

District v. OCWD, et al. — Superior Court Case No. 30-2016-00858584-CU-WM-CJC.

At its February 14, 2019 meeting, the Board approved legal fees to Meyers Nave for an amount
not to exceed $200,000 regarding Irvine Ranch Water District v. Orange County Water District.

At its May 13, 2021 meeting, the Board approved legal fees to Meyers Nave for an amount not to
exceed $150,000 to provide Special Legal Counsel Services regarding Irvine Ranch Water District
v. Orange County Water District.

At its July 13, 2022 meeting, the Board approved legal fees to Meyers Nave, A Professional
Corporation to provide Special Legal Counsel Services for an amount not to exceed $300,000,
which includes $250,000 regarding Irvine Ranch Water District v. Orange County Water District
and $50,000 regarding Orange County Water District Storage Projects.

DISCUSSION

Meyers Nave, A Professional Corporation (Meyers Nave) has provided special legal services to
Mesa Water District (Mesa Water®) in connection with the Irvine Ranch Water District v. Orange
County Water District case and other inquiries related to IRWD/OCWD.

Staff recommends that the Board consider approving legal fees to Meyers Nave for an amount not
to exceed $20,000 to provide Special Legal Counsel Services regarding Irvine Ranch Water
District v. Orange County Water District.

FINANCIAL IMPACT

In Fiscal Year 2025, $400,000 is budgeted for Legal Services; $165,000 has been spent to date.

Congressional Update

Congress will return to DC the week of December 2"Y, working to complete a the five-week Lame
Duck session. Upon returning, both Chambers are slated to continue working to pass several
legislative priorities, including another short-term continuing resolution (CR) for Fiscal Year 2025
funding, an approximately $100 billion disaster relief package, the FY2025 National Defense
Authorization Act (NDAA), and the Water Resources Development Act (WRDA) of 2024. Congress
will likely prioritize work to pass the CR to avoid a government shutdown that could occur on
December 20th. President-Elect Trump and Speaker Mike Johnson stated they would rather
finalize the FY2025 bills early next year, allowing the GOP-controlled 119t Congress to shape the
final appropriations bills. Additionally, Republicans are gearing up to pass a reconciliation tax
package when the 119™ Congress begins. VSA will continue to update Mesa Water as more
unfolds.

Senate EPW Committee Hearing on the Safe Drinking Water Act

On November 20™, the Senate Committee on Environment and Public Works (EPW) held a hearing
entitled “Celebrating the 50th Anniversary of the Safe Drinking Water Act: Successes and
Challenges, and Charting a Path Forward.” This session marked fifty years since the enactment of
the Safe Drinking Water Act (SDWA), a landmark piece of legislation designed to ensure the safety
and quality of drinking water for Americans. Radhika Fox, Former Assistant Administrator for the
U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) Office of Water, was included in the panel of
witnesses testifying before the Committee and fielded questions related to drinking water
regulations in the incoming Trump Administration.

Additionally, Senator Shelley Moore Capito (R-WV) raised concern over the EPA’s Final PFAS
Primary Drinking Water Regulation, which sets maximum contaminant levels for six types of per-
and polyfluoroalkyl substances in drinking water. Sen. Capito criticized the rule’s implementation,
arguing that it was developed without transparency and could impose significant burdens on
water utilities and customers, making compliance both technically and financially challenging.
Senator Alex Padilla (D-CA) and Former Assistant Administrator Fox discussed the Low-Income
Household Water Assistant Program and emphasized the need to make the Program permanent.

EPA Releases “National Strategy to Prevent Plastic Pollution”

On November 21%, EPA released the “National Strategy to Prevent Plastic Pollution” to address
plastic pollution impacts on public health and the environment. The strategy is the third pillar of
EPA’s “Building a Circular Economy for All” effort, with the others being national strategies on
recycling and reducing food loss and waste. The actions highlighted in the strategy include
reducing production and consumption of single-use plastic products, measuring the
environmental and human health impacts through the lifecycle of single-use products, and
enhancing public policies and incentives to decrease plastic pollution. These opportunities for
action will function alongside current efforts to reduce plastic waste including the Trash Free
Waters Program, national water quality criteria recommendations and waste water standards,
rules to reduce emissions of toxic air pollutants, the Risk Management Program, Safer
Communities by Chemical Accident Prevention rule, Environmental Justice Grants and Technical
Assistance Program, and Solid Waste Infrastructure for Recycling and Recycling Education and
Outreach grant programs.

This strategy has been developed with the aid of nearly 92,000 comments from industry and trade
organizations, national and community-based non-profit organizations, government agencies,
Tribes, and private individuals. These comments have ensured the strategy affirms EPA’s
commitment to combat climate change through greenhouse gas emission reductions associated
with the lifecycle of plastic products and to reduce public health impacts to communities
overburdened by pollution.

EPA Publishes “PFAS Strategic Roadmap: Three Years of Progress”

This month, the EPA released a document titled “PFAS Strategic Roadmap: Three Years of
Progress.” This document highlights the Biden administration’s specific actions and progress to
protect people from PFAS while increasing investments and research solutions. Key achievements
detailed in the report are the investments made in projects addressing PFAS contamination in
water totaling around $50 million; development of the designation of PFAS as hazardous
substances under the Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation, and Liability Act
(CERCLA); restriction of inactive PFAS from reentering commerce without review from the EPA;
finalization of methods to measure PFAS in the environment and water quality criteria; launching
of a National Enforcement and Compliance Initiative targeting PFAS exposure; and
implementation of the National PFAS Testing Strategy. The document underscores the
administration’s commitment to a whole-of-government approach, integrating efforts across
federal agencies, states, Tribes, and local governments to tackle the challenges posed by PFAS.

EPA Launches the Tackling Emerging Contaminants Initiative

On November 20", EPA launched the Tackling Emerging Contaminants initiative to help eligible
public drinking-water systems evaluate emerging contaminant issues, conduct initial water
quality testing, and identify next steps in 200 small or disadvantaged communities over the next
three years. The initiative, is part of EPA’s Water Technical Assistance (WaterTA) program, and is
a no-cost technical assistance effort focused on reducing exposure to PFAS and other emerging
contaminants in small or disadvantaged communities. This initiative will be funded by the
Emerging Contaminants in Small or Disadvantaged Communities (EC-SDC) grant program,

supported by funding from the Bipartisan Infrastructure Law. EPA will publish case studies, fact
sheets, webinars, and other resources for utilities to address emerging contaminants and PFAS.

Senate Energy and Natural Resources Committee Mark-up

On November 19%™, the Senate Energy and Natural Resources Committee held a Mark-up to
consider 74 pieces of legislation, some of which pertain to the Bureau of Reclamation and the
Colorado River and other western watersheds. The bills of interest to Mesa Water that were
marked-up and passed out of the Committee include the following:

e The “Help the Hoover Dam Act” (S. 4016), introduced by Sen. Kyrsten Sinema (I-AZ), would
amend the Boulder Canyon Project Act to authorize the Secretary of the Interior to expend
amounts in the Colorado River Dam fund.

e The “Drought Preparedness Act” (S. 4242), introduced by Sen. John Hickenlooper (D-CO),
would extend the authorization of the Reclamation States Emergency Drought Relief Act
of 1991, and for other purposes.

e The “Sacramento River Act” (S. 5011), introduced by Sen. Padilla (D-CA) to establish the
Integrated Water Management Federal Leadership Committee to provide for improved
drought resiliency and dam safety.

e The “Lower Colorado River Multi-Species Conservation Program Amendment Act of 2024”
(S. 5012), introduced by Sen. Alex Padilla (D-CA) would establish an interest-bearing
account for the non-Federal contributions to the Lower Colorado River Multi-Species
Conservation Program.

SUPPORT

Low-Income Household Assistance Water Program (LIHWAP) Establishment Act
(S.3830/H.R.8032) Sen. Alex Padilla (D-CA)/ Rep. Eric Sorenson (D-IL)

Status: Senate - 02/28/2024 Read twice and referred to the Committee on Health, Education,
Labor, and Pensions. House - 04/19/2024 Referred to the Subcommittee on Environment,
Manufacturing, and Critical Materials. Mesa Water wrote a letter of support for the LIHWAP
Act.

Summary: The bill would direct the Secretary of the Department of Health and Human Services
(HHS) and Administrator of the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) to make permanent the
Low-Income Household Assistance Water Program (LIHWAP). The bill would allow HHS to
award grants to eligible entities to provide funds to public water systems to assist low-income
households in paying for drinking water or wastewater services.

Water Efficiency, Conservation, and Sustainability Act of 2023 (S5.2654/H.R.5016) Sen. Alex
Padilla/ Rep. Mike Levin (D-CA)

Status: Senate —07/27/2023 Read twice and referred to the Committee on Environment and
Public Works. House — 07/28/2023 Referred to the House Energy and Commerce Subcommittee
on Environment, Manufacturing, and Critical Minerals. Mesa Water wrote a letter of support
for Rep. Levin’s House version of the bill.

Summary: This bill would create programs at the EPA for states, municipalities, and utilities for
water improvement program, a water loss control program, and a program to adopt and
implement water-efficient plumbing codes.

Support to Rehydrate the Environment, Agriculture, and Municipalities Act (STREAM) Act (S.
2162) Late Sen. Dianne Feinstein (D-CA)

Status: 07/19/2023 — Considered in Committee on Energy and Natural Resources
Subcommittee on Water and Power hearing. Mesa Water wrote a support letter for the
STREAM Act.

Summary: This bill would expedite non-federal storage projects with less than $250 million in
federal funding, water recycling, and desalination projects by allowing the Department of the
Interior to approve the projects. This provision is needed following the Water Infrastructure
Improvements for the Nation Act’s expiration in December 2021. Absent this provision,
Congress must individually authorize all water recycling, desalination, and storage projects,
with the exception of projects that receive construction funding under the bipartisan
infrastructure legislation.

Reclamation Climate Change and Water Program Reauthorization Act of 2023 (H.R.3027) Rep.
Katie Porter (D-CA)

Status: 06/14/2023 — Considered in a Subcommittee hearing held by House Natural Resources
Subcommittee on Water, Wildlife and Fisheries.

Summary: The bill would reauthorize the Bureau of Reclamation’s Climate Change and Water
Program which will expire at the end of 2023.

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Desalination Research Advancement Act (H.R.7612) Rep. Mike Levin (D-CA)

Status: 05/12/2022 — Subcommittee Hearings Held. Rep. Levin’s office has communicated to
VSA they will soon reintroduce the bill.

Summary: This bill would reauthorize the Bureau of Reclamation’s Desalination and Water
Purification Research (DWPR) Program, which funds projects to improve water supply
development from seawater, brackish groundwater, and wastewater.

Special District Grant Accessibility Act (H.R.7525, S.4673) Rep. Pat Fallon (R-TX)

Status: House/Senate — 07/31/2024 — House bill considered on Senate Homeland Security and
Governmental Affairs. Ordered to be reported without amendment favorably.

Mesa Water signed on to the support letter submitted by the National Special Districts Coalition
(NSDC) and CSDA.

Summary: The bill would require special districts to be recognized as local government and be
eligible for federal funding.

Water Conservation Rebate Parity Act (H.R.8682, S.4897) Rep. Jared Huffman (D-CA)

Status: House - 06/11/2024 Referred to the House Committee on Ways and Means.

Senate - 07/31/2024 Read twice and referred to the Committee on Finance.

Summary: This legislation will amend federal tax law to ensure homeowners do not have to pay
income tax when they receive rebates from water utilities for water conservation and water
runoff management improvements.

On December 2, 2024, the California Legislature convened for the 2025-2026 session where Legislators
were sworn into office. In addition, Governor Newsom called a special session to “safeguard California
values and fundamental rights in the face of an incoming Trump administration.” The Legislature
responded by introducing measures to allocate $25 - $35 million to the State Attorney General’s Office.
This funding is intended to bolster legal defenses against anticipated federal challenges to state policies
on civil rights, climate change, immigration, and abortion access.

In a move to streamline legislative processes, Assembly Speaker Robert Rivas and Senate Pro Tem Mike
McGuire announced a reduction in the number of bills each Assembly member can introduce per
session, decreasing the limit from 50 to 35 in the Assembly and 40 to 35 in the Senate. This change is
intended to allow legislators to focus more effectively on critical issues such as housing and economic
development.

Key Bills

128 measures were introduced on the first day of the new session including the Special Session. While
few were focused on water issues, below are some items that may be of interest to Mesa Water District.

ABX1 1 — Budget Act of 2024 (Gabriel, D-Encino)

This bill would permit the Joint Legislative Budget Committee to allocate up to $25 million to defend
California against federal enforcement or legal actions, file affirmative litigation challenging federal
actions, and undertake administrative measures to mitigate federal impacts. The funds would remain
available for allocation through June 30, 2026, and for expenditure until June 30, 2028.

SBX1 1 — Budget Act of 2024 (Weiner, D-San Francisco)

This bill is the Senate’s budget vehicle for the special session. This bill would authorize the California
Department of Finance to allocate up to $35 million, with 20-day notice to the Joint Legislative Budget
Committee, for legal and administrative actions against the federal government. These funds may be
used to defend California in federal litigation, challenge federal actions, or mitigate their impacts under
state law. Additionally, up to $10 million may fund a grant program for civil prosecutors to protect
reproductive health, environmental justice, LGBTQ rights, immigrant rights, and other vulnerable
communities, with a small portion allocated for administrative costs.

SB 31 — Water Quality: Water Recycling Facilities: State Policy (McNerney, D-Stockton)
SB 31 is a spot bill that may be amended at a later date related to recycled water programs.
SCR 3 - Safe Drinking Water Act: 50" Anniversary (Laird, D-Santa Cruz)

This resolution commemorates the 50th anniversary of the Safe Drinking Water Act (SDWA), citing its
pivotal role in ensuring clean, safe drinking water across the United States. SCR 3 highlights California’s
leadership in enhancing access to safe water through significant investments, innovative standards, and
equity-focused initiatives under Governor Newsom and CalEPA. SCA 3 reaffirms the Legislature’s
commitment to protecting water resources, recognizing the efforts of those who ensure water safety
and addressing future challenges to secure equitable and sustainable water access for all.

Regulatory and Administrative Actions

Bay-Delta Plan Update

On November 1, the State Water Board released a Revised Notice of Opportunity for Public Comment
and Workshop on the Draft Sacramento/Delta Updates to the Water Quality Control Plan for the

San Francisco Bay/Sacramento-San Joaquin Delta Watershed (Bay-Delta Plan). The draft updates include
options for incorporating a regulatory pathway, based on the proposed Plan amendments in the State
Water Board’s draft Staff Report, or a pathway based on the Healthy Rivers and Landscapes Program.
Additionally, the draft updates include options for two alternatives described in the draft Staff Report.
The State Water Board has not yet selected a pathway for updating the Bay-Delta Plan, however, ACWA
and the State Water Contractors have expressed significant concern regarding the lack of consideration
for the Healthy Rivers and Landscapes Program as well as the short timeline for public input. Written
comments on the draft updates are due December 19 while written comments on the alternative
methodologies are due January 3, 2025.

2025 Water Policy Look Ahead

As we close out election season and look toward the 2025-2026 Legislative Session, the
policy landscape is starting to take shape and the water issues that may dominate
discussions in 2025 are becoming clear. With significant shifts in the Legislature and
evolving challenges for water managers, we may see another year of impactful debates and
decisions on California water policy. Below, we outline five critical issues that will likely
take shape in 2025.

1. Infrastructure Financing with the Passage of Proposition 4

Proposition 4 (Prop 4) will provide approximately $4 billion in additional funding for water
infrastructure projects including, safe drinking water, groundwater, conveyance, recycled
water, dam safety, and others. Now, policymakers will focus on implementing these funds
through the state budget process. Discussions around equitable distribution and
prioritization of funding are expected to take center stage. The Governor will unveil his
initial proposal for Prop 4 funds in the January budget, and legislators will then have until
June 15 to send their budget proposal to the Governor.

Once a budget is passed, administering agencies will then develop the details of the
various grant solicitations.

2. Water Rights Reform

Following legislative turnover and increasing advocacy from environmental groups, 2025
may see renewed efforts to amend water rights statutes. Last legislative session saw
several attempts to transform California water rights. Two of these bills, AB 460 (Chapter
342, Statutes of 2024) and AB 1337 (Wicks) were substantially amended in the Senate
Committee on Natural Resources and Water. With the departure of Committee Chair,
Senator Dave Min (D-Irvine), to Congress, there will be a new Chair and new members of
this critically important committee. This may create an opportunity to further amend
California’s water rights system.

California Advocates has learned that environmental groups continue to discuss changes
that could have significant implications for water rights holders.

3. Sacramento/San Joaquin Bay-Delta



In November, the State Water Board released a draft of the Water Quality Control Plan for
the San Francisco Bay/Sacramento-San Joaquin Delta Watershed (Bay-Delta Plan). The
draft updates include options for incorporating a regulatory pathway, based on an
unimpaired flows approach or a pathway based on the Healthy Rivers and Landscapes
Program (previously known as the Voluntary Agreements).

The water community has been strongly advocating for an alternative to the unimpaired
flows approach, which would undoubtedly result in drastic cuts to water supplies. In
contrast, the Healthy Rivers and Landscapes Program represents an unprecedented
opportunity to improve the Bay-Delta ecosystem by creating a comprehensive program of
habitat enhancement projects coupled with more water for fish and wildlife. Water
agencies will be providing comments on the proposed plan over the coming months.

4. Water Quality and PFAS Regulation

The regulation of per- and polyfluoroalkyl substances (PFAS) will again be a topic of
discussion on water quality issues. Over the last several legislative cycles, lawmakers have
passed various bans of PFAS in consumer products. In addition, the U.S. Environmental
Protection Agency established a maximum contaminant level of 4 parts per trillion for two
of the most common PFAS constituents. While it is unclear what actions the Trump
Administration may take on PFAS and how California may respond, what is certain is that
water agencies will continue to grapple with the impacts of PFAS for years to come.

The California Legislature may pursue stricter water quality standards for PFAS and other
contaminants, sparking debates on liability, compliance costs, affordability, technological
feasibility, and public health impacts.

5. Low-Income Rate Assistance

Low-income rate assistance (LIRA) programs remain a pressing issue for the legislature as
affordability challenges continue to impact rate-payers. With costs increasing,
infrastructure needs growing, and increasing regulation, keeping rates affordable continues
to be a challenge for public water agencies. Though water agencies historically support
LIRA programs, the question remains as to how they will be funded. The Legislature will
continue to look for ways to create a sustainable statewide LIRA program, particularly as
programs like the State Water Resources Control Board’s SAFER Program are set to expire
in the coming years.

These are just a few of the issues that we will likely deliberate in 2025. As the legislative
session unfolds, we will continue to keep our clients up to date on emerging and returning
proposals. Preparing for these conversations will be critical in navigating the complex and
dynamic landscape of California water policy in 2025.

LAFCO Receives OCWD MSR and Feasability of Merger Study

The draft of the much anticipated Municipal Services Review of the Orange County
Water District was publicly released November 15, 2024. The review conducted by
Riverside County’s Webb and Associates was lengthy and thorough. The final part of
the draft authored by John Schatz dealt with the feasability of a OCWD / MWDOC
merger. The MSR is OCWD’s fourth, earlier ones were conducted in 2006, 2008 and
2013. The attached table provides an overview of the district.

The district has invested $900 million expanding the treatment capacity for its Ground
Water Replenishment Systems. In doing so, it has incurred long-term debt of $870
million, requiring a $44 million outlay in debt service.

The biggest challenge OCWD faces is protecting the integrity of Orange County’s large
underground basin. Seawater intrusion and ground subsidence are on-going threats.
However, the most serious challenge is well PFAS contamination. The district estimates
that up to 102 wells could be contaminated and cost for treatment could reach as much
as $550 million. The study did not revel any major criticisms of the district.

But What About Consolidation?

When the Orange County Grand Jury released its “Water in Orange County Needs One
Voice” report, it rekindled the long standing debate of consolidation between Orange
County’s two major water providers. Perhaps the “money quote” is finding #10 from the
study: “based on the financial analysis conducted herein using the last three
years of adopted budgets as a baseline for the successor agency, and statement
of net position showing a healthy net positive volume, consolidation of the two
agencies is considered fiscally feasible and sustainable”.

Nevertheless, there appears to be a number of trip wires that could stymie
consolidation. Is having two perspectives on Orange County’s water needs necessarily
a bad thing? What kind of governance structure would emerge? Do the relating minor
financial savings justify major upheaval in Orange County’s water future?

Perhaps the largest impediment to consolidate is the legal path required. Because
OCWD is a special act district, it can not be a Member Public Agency. Hence it would
take re-opening the MWD Act to accomplish consolidation legislatively. Re-opening the
act would invite extraneous issues and amendments which could cause great turmoil.
On the other hand, MWDOC is a Member Public Agency and consolidation would not
require legislation.

It is important to remember that this is merely a feasability study, not an OCWD formal
request for consolidation. If that is attempted, a successful conclusion would be years
away, One wonders if OCWD files an application would MWDOC consider filing a
competing application? Could the canary ultimately swallow the cat?

The study identified a maximum number of 18 duplication positions that if all were
eliminated would result in $2.25 million in annual savings. In addition, savings from
economies of scale could push net savings to $4 million. Finally, the transition of
employees to CAL-PERS could result in total savings of $6.4 million. However, one of
the two retirement scenarios would trigger a one-time termination fee between $9.9 and
$23.8 million.

As the analysis notes, even if consolidation is not pursued or achieved, there are future
opportunities for MWDOC and OCWD savings based on increased collaboration.



The MSR and consolidation study will be on the February LAFCO agenda. Although the
study is in a 45 day review period, it is possible there may be public comments
discussed during the January meeting.
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The November 13, 2024 meeting of OCLAFCO was fairly uneventful. The Commission
unanimously adopted the 2025/2026 OCERS contribution rates and annual audit. They
also adopted a staff report on Levine Act Compliance. Notice was served that the
December meeting of LAFCO would be cancelled, with the next meeting scheduled for
January 8, 2025 at 8:15 a.m.

The meeting also brought about a changing of the guard as City Commissioner Bruce
Whitaker experienced his last meeting, as he was termed-out of the Fullerton City
Council. Replacing Bruce will be Yorba Linda City Councilwoman Peggy Huang. Huang
was overwhelmingly elected by the Orange County City Selection Committee to fill the
vacancy.

Once again, the dispute between local LAFCOs and Cal-LAFCO was on display as
Public Commissioner Derek McGregor again criticized Cal-LAFCO by noting “they don’t
understand the concerns that have been raised”. The withdrawal from Cal-LAFCO of
county LAFCOs is an increasingly likely occurrence.
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ELECTION

2024
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THE PRESIDENCY
Former President Donald Trump regained the keys to the White House by not only
dominating the electoral college, but is a mild surprise, carried the national popular vote
as well. Trunp’s nearly 2,5 million margin led to a 50% to 48% victory.

U.S. SENATE
Fueled by election victories in West Virginia, Montana, Ohio and Pennsylvania,
Republicans captured control in the U.S. Senate with a new 53-47 margin. Results
could have been far worse for Democrats as Republican candidates in Wisconsin,
Michigan, Nevada and Arizona all lost despite Donald Trumps’ victory in each of those
states.



U.S. HOUSE
In another mild surprise, Republicans maintained a narrow majority in the House of
Representatives. When Central California Republican Congressman John Duarte was
finally overtaken in the late vote count by Democrat Adam Gray, the dust settled and
Republicans maintained a slim 220-215 margin in the House. Due to Presidential
appointments, the margin will temporarily decline even further. Speaker Michael
Johnson will have his hands full scheduling votes with vacancies looming.

CALIFORNIA LEGISLATURE
Democrats have easily maintained their super-majority in both legislative branches
winning 30 of 40 State Senate seats and 63 of 80 Assembly seats. Republicans remain
largely irrelevant in Sacramento.

STATEWIDE RACES
In the U.S. Senate contest Adam Schiff easily defeated Republican Steve Garvey 59%
to 41%. The Garvey showing was better than expected.

Among the ten statewide voter initiatives Prop 4 the Water, Wildlife and Climate Bond
passed 60%-40%. Prop 32 a raise in the state minimum wage lost 51%-49%. Prop 33
encouraging residential rent control lost 60%-40%. Prop 36 increased sentencing for
certain drug and theft crimes passed 68% to 32%.

KEY LOCAL RACES
Democrats fared well in O.C. Congressional races. Derek Tran narrowly defeated GOP
incumbent Michelle Steel and State Senator Dave Min bested GOP hopeful Scott
Baugh. Democrats now represent 5 of 6 Orange County Congressional seats with
Congresswoman Young Kim remaining the sole GOP Congressional representative.
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NEWLY ELECTED CONGRESSMAN DEREK TRAN RETURNING TO THE BOARD - JANET NGUYEN

Two other local races of note are the return of Janet Nguyen to the Orange County
Board of Supervisors, and the mildly surprising win by Assemblyman Steven Choi
defeating incumbent State Senator Josh Newman by a 51%-49% margin.



Predicting the Electoral Future

This year Republicans were buoyed by election inroads made among Hispanics, Blacks,
men and young voters to name a few. Nationally they were also aided by a very
favorable U.S. Senate map.

As of 2026 there will be 26 U.S. Senate seats up for grabs. This time the map favors

Democrats as 20 Republican and 13 Democrats will stand for election.

Looking forward to 2032, both the Presidential and Congressional elections will be
effected by national population shifts that will be beneficial to Republicans. If current
population trends hold, states that voted for Trump will gain 12 electoral votes, while
states voting for Harris will lose 12. The same states will gain and lose the same
number of Congressional districts. The big winners will be Texas and Florida (4 each),

while California (-5), New York (-3) and lllinois (-2) figure to be the biggest losers.
